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Quesillo is a very typical dessert here on Aruba. 
The sweet and delicious taste of Quesillo can be 
enjoyed in most of the local restaurants on the 
island.  
  
How to make your own Quesillo at home? 
  
Ingredients 
Condense milk   5 cans 
Whole milk         ½ liter 
Heavy cream       ½ liter 
Coconut milk     2 cans 
Sugar                  ½ kg 
Vanillas extract   1 Tsp 
Whole eggs            10 eggs 
Egg yolks  10 yolks 
  
Preparation 
Put the sugar in a pan and add enough water to 
cover the sugar. Boil the sugar on medium heat 
until it starts coloring light brown. Preheat the 
oven 30 minutes in advance at 250 Fahrenheit.  
In the meantime put all ingredients into a mixing 
bowl. Mix them well with a whisk until the mix-
ture is smooth, then strain it. Continue stirring the 
sugar mixture and let it slowly turn dark brown. 
Careful, don’t burn it.

��	��Tip: when the sugar starts to smell nutty, the cara-
mel is ready. 
Now pour the hot caramel into a pan, approxi-
mately 20cm by 40cm, carefully because it is  
extremely hot. Then swirl the caramel around 
until the bottom of the pan is evenly covered. Pour 
the other mixture on top of the caramel and let it 
sit for a few minutes. 
Finally place the pan in the oven preferably into a 
bigger pan filled with water. (Originally without!) 
  
Bake for approximately 35-45 minutes, when the 
top starts coloring light brown the Quesillo is 
ready.  Chef Jim also suggests another way of 
checking if it is ready, by carefully shaking the 
pan. If you feel the dessert is solid, then you can 
be sure you have succeeded in making your own 
typical Aruban dessert.

 This section will help keeping you updated on all changes around the resort, new developments in the community and 
it will also contain a few general reminders for you.  

· CONSTRUCTION REVIEW  If you are considering a project, contact the Community Management to find out 
what information is required, what procedures must be followed, and what design criteria exist to guide you in the 
design of your project. Therefore please get in touch with our community representative Otmar Ponse via 
otmar.ponse@tierradelsol.com or call him at his office under 586- 7800 ext. 230. You will need to submit an 
application form together with sufficiently detailed professionally prepared drawings along with a modest design 
review fee prior to your submission being considered by the Committee. 

· PETS Normal household pets such as dogs and cats are welcome in Tierra del Sol as more specifically addressed 
in the Master Declaration. Pet problems, such as animals running loose or barking unreasonably so as to upset the 
peace and quiet of the neighborhood, or using the golf course or the property of others as a toilet are not permitted.  

· PARKING  Cars should be parked in your garage or your driveway, not in your front yard or on the street, nor on 
the common areas nor on the property of others, nor blocking the parking spaces or garages of others. You or your 
guests may use clear, graveled, right-of way-areas in front of your home or where provided in the common areas as 
short-term overflow parking only. 

· TRASH COLLECTION Tierra del Sol has trash collection each Thursday morning by a private service through 
the Master Association. Except on trash pick up days, trash cans must be stored completely out of sight, such as in a 
garage, courtyard or other screened location. Please place your trash can out by your utility meter “nest” by the street 
no earlier than the night before pick up and retrieve it no later than the night of pick up. 

· MAIL/ADDRESSES The Postal Service delivers your mail to your individual mailbox in your neighborhood’s 
mailbox cluster. Your box has your house or unit number on it. We advise you to pick up your mail there on a regular 
basis or have someone pick it up for you. You may check out your mailbox keys at the office of the Community 
Management. For mail delivery, use either the official address or the name of your neighborhood plus your house 
number. If you receive someone else’s mail, please bring it to the Community Manager’s office or simply place it in 
the mailbox slot of the correct recipient. Moreover note that the new address for the clubhouse is Caya di Solo 10 
instead of Malmokweg # 41 or z/n. 

· GOLF COURSE Our beautiful and renowned golf course is very tempting for nature walks and jogging, but it is 
dedicated to golf operations and should not be approached when being used for golf play, which is generally between 
the hours of 7:00 AM to 7:00 PM, as this is both dangerous to pedestrians and distracting to golfers.  

· VACATION RENTAL PROGRAM The Vacation Rental program continues to grow in the numbers of homes 
we are able to offer. If you are not living here full time, our Rental Program can put your home to work for you and 
cover a large portion of your home’s operational costs while you are away. Additionally, we offer 20% discounts off 
rack rates to owners and members, or to family, friends and business associates referred by them for accommodations 
here.

· SECURITY AND FIRE SAFETY Tierra del Sol provides security services by manning the front gate at all 
times and with a roving patrol every night. Be vigilant and notify Security or the Community Manager of anything or 
anyone suspicious.
